donation of vintage
collectibles is show-

cased in the Sioux City
Public Museum'’s exhibit,
Meet the Beatles! A Fab Four
Memorabilia Collection.
Originally scheduled to close
in late November, due to the
popularity of the exhibit, the
closing date is now January
4, 2023.

In 2020, Sioux Cityan Cathy
Wilen Podwysocki generously
donated her extensive
Beatles-themed collection

to the Museum, including
pinback buttons, drink-

ware, clothing, jewelry, toys,
games, Halloween costumes,
school supplies, and dozens

of other products. In addi-
tion to the memorabilia, the
exhibit also provides an over-
view of the Beatles’ history
and chronicles their amazing
musical legacy.

The quartet of John Lennon,
Paul McCartney, George
Harrison, and Ringo Starr
actively recorded as The
Beatles for seven full years.
During the height of Beat-
lemania in 1963 and 1964,
public demand for products
associated with the group
reached never-before-seen
levels. British and American
companies flooded the mar-
ket with hundreds of prod-
ucts bearing the Beatles’
name, image, and likeness.

The volume of non-music
Beatles merchandise de-
creased dramatically after
1964 and subsided almost
completely when they retired
from live performances in
August 1966. However, the
band’s breakup in 1970 rekin-
dled the public’s appetite for
non-music Beatles merchan-
dise. Because vintage 1960s
memorabilia became highly
sought-after collector’s items,
the Beatles’ company Apple
Corps Limited began licens-
ing newly manufactured
merchandise, and a wide
range of counterfeit items
appeared. All three trades
have continued unabated
for over 50 years.

The marigold flower, or the
Flower of the Dead, takes
its name from Nahuatl, the
Aztec language. Marigolds
are frequently placed on
altars in the belief that
fragrance attracts the spirits
of the dead. Often found

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Attendance at the Sioux City Public Museum doubled from the previous year with these post-pandemic attractions: the traveling
exhibit, Thomas D. Mangelsen - A Life In The Wild, and the return of the Day of the Dead reception. Along with face-painting and Irving
Elementary’s La Perla Tapitia dance troupe, the event featured hundreds of paper monarchs adorning fir trees in the altar exhibit area.

All types of programming
increased during FY22, as the
focus on reaching audiences
with outreach, take-home,
and virtual activities during
the last few years paid off.
Even more significantly, the
Museum hosted the largest
number of school groups
ever (104 school group visits)
and a large number of vir-
tual school group programs
as well, particularly for high
school students.

The return of Dia de los
Muertos activities featured
the theme, Monarchs,
Midwest and Michoacdn -
Coming Home, developed
by a committee representing
Irving Elementary School,
Morningside University, and
others. Programs offered in
both English and Spanish

began in September to
coincide with the migration
of the monarch through
Siouxland. Community
members and local students/
teachers made paper
monarchs to create a scene
reminiscent of monarch
sanctuaries in Michoacdan.
A reception featured youth
dancers, face paintfing,
crafts, and a performance
from Irving Elementary’s La
Perla Tapitia dance troupe.

The popular six-month run of
Thomas D. Mangelsen — A
Life In The Wild represented
the largest temporary exhibit
the Museum has hosted at its
downtown site. Forty classic
images, some of which mea-
sured 10 feet across, by the
renowned Nebraska native
were showcased in the

retrospective traveling ex-
hibit. Family activities offered
in conjunction with the dis-
play included two special
Kid's Saturdays programs.
The monthly Kid's Saturdays
program series brought in
the Museum'’s youngest
and newest participants for
hands-on fun, making crafts
and exploring the galleries.

Summer program registration
was available online for the
first time. New camps includ-
ed “Sun, Wind and STEM,”
“Growing up in Early Ameri-
ca,” and “Sub-Zero Heroes,”
with separate sessions for
ages 6-8 and 9-12. In total,
222 tours, outreach, and
other programs were offered
for an average of 4+ educo-
tional offerings every week
throughout the year.

Peirce Mansion

The historic Peirce Mansion
continues to show increased
bookings after the pandemic
with 53 events in FY22. The
Mansion remains a popular
site for events ranging from
weddings and receptions, re-
hearsal dinners, graduations,
showers, book clubs, birthday
parties, and class reunions. A
rental category that is grow-
ing is for celebrations of life.

Volunteers continued to
maintain the Mansion with
855 hours of service conftrib-
uted to the Mansion’s up-
keep and hosting of events in
FY22. In addition, Morningside
University students assisted
with a fall cleaning and yard
work day.
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The ever-popular Holiday
Open House in December
2021 attracted hundreds of
visitors. During the January
through February shutdown,
volunteers removed a dam-
aged wall section in the mas-
ter bedroom. After the wall
was re-framed and insulated,
new drywall was installed. An
adjacent window trim was
rebuilt and the wall covering
was reinstalled.

RculTuroI anthropologist

and honorary member
of the Navajo tribe are
among the vintage textiles
showcased in the Sioux City
Public Museum’s new exhibit,
Navajo Rugs 1910-1977.

The Navajo people of the
American Southwest are
legendary for their skill as
weavers. Although they have
always made a wide variety
of woolen textiles, Navajo
rugs have been considered
important works of art since

the late 19th century. Several
of these hand-made rugs
have been donated to the
Museum over the years. Nine
of the 14 rugs in the exhibit
were collected during the
1920s by Dr. Clyde Kluckhohn
(1905-1960) of LeMairs, IA. The
Navajo styles represented

in the exhibit are Ganado,
Klagetoh, Crystal, Teec Nos
Pos, Storm Pattern and Yei
Pattern.

Navajo women learned
weaving from their Pueblo
Indian neighbors who grew
and wove
cofton as
early as 800
A.D. Spanish
explorers
infroduced
sheep during
the 17th
century and
by the early
1800s Navajo
weavers
used wool
exclusively.

Before 1870, the Navajo
made mostly garments
(particularly traditional
wearing blankets called
mantas), but the arrival of
the railroad and the Navajo’s
removal to reservations
during the late 1800s shifted
their focus to making rugs for
the external market.

Anglo fraders like John L.
Hubbell and John B. Moore
greatly influenced the
development of various rug
designs by promoting work
they personally liked and
thought they could sell. This
led to numerous regional
designs centered around
particular frading posts
scattered throughout the
Navajo nation.

On display through March
5, 2023, Navajo Rugs 1910-
1977 opened in November
in honor of National Native
American Heritage Month.
