features photographs and 
memorabilia from the two 
local organizations, both 
founded in April 1921. The 
exhibit will be on display 
through March 27, 2022.

With some of the 40 
framed images 
measuring ten feet 

across, the traveling exhibit, 
Thomas D. Mangelsen – A 
Life In The Wild, is the largest 
temporary exhibit the 
Museum has hosted at its 
downtown site.

Opening August 16, the 
response from visitors to 
the Nebraska native’s 
photography has been 
enthusiastic. Before coming 
to the Sioux City Public 
Museum, the exhibit was on 
display in a British Columbia 
gallery in Canada.

The exhibit was the focus 
of the first of the new 

Kid’s Saturdays programs 
in September. The free 
activities included crafts 
and a scavenger hunt in the 
temporary exhibit gallery. 
Due to the popularity of the 
first family program, a second 
session, “Kid’s Saturdays: 
Back to the Wild!” will be 
offered on January 15. The 
program coincides with the 
exhibit’s closing weekend.

Volunteer Spotlight Don Duzik

“It is not often that we have 
the opportunity to showcase 
an international traveling 
exhibit and the feedback 
from our guests has been 
quite gratifying,” said Steve 
Hansen, Museum Director.  
“Our visitor return rate has 
been high, which attests to 
the quality of the show.”

As with Mangelsen’s 
extensive portfolio, all 40 
images in the exhibit were 
taken in the wild under 
natural conditions. The eye-
catching image of a salmon 
flying into the waiting mouth 
of a brown bear used on the 
skywalk banner caused some 
travelers to pull over to see 
the exhibit. 

Other photographs range 
from polar bears in the Arctic 
to vast herds of game on 
the plains of Africa, from 
the deep jungles of South 
America to the tigers of 
India, to images revealing 
the diversity of wildlife in the 
American West.                   

About the exhibit
The exhibit is on display at the 
Sioux City Public Museum through 
January 16, 2022, as part of the 
Thomas D. Mangelsen - A Life In 
The Wild Tour produced by David 
J. Wagner, L.L.C. (davidjwagnerllc.
com) in partnership with Thomas D. 
Mangelsen, Inc. (mangelsen.com).

When asked what 
he likes about his 
volunteer service 

with the Sioux City Museum 
& Historical Association and 
the Peirce Mansion, Don 
Duzik’s first answer reflected 
his characteristic wry sense 
of humor, “It keeps me out of 
trouble most days.”

Don went on to explain, “I 
enjoy keeping history alive.

Don started volunteering 
with the Association more 
than 10 years ago when the 
Sioux City Public Museum 
moved to its downtown site 
and renovation of the Peirce 
Mansion began. For the past

more than 40 years. During 
that time he served in 
numerous volunteer roles in 
the community.

We are celebrating our 
10th year at the downtown 
location and it has been a

We have been 
embraced by the community 
and are blessed to have an 
incredible group of Trustee 
and Association 
Board members, 
dedicated 
volunteers, and a 
staff that I would 
put up against any 
other institution in 
the country.
 
Together, we have 
had another history-
making year and as 
I enter my 20th year 
as the Director I look 
forward to working 
with you as we 
continue to make 

the Museum a destination 
attraction and a true 
community meeting place.

In October 2020, the first school group returned to the 
Museum since the start of the pandemic. However, many 
schools opted for virtual tours for most of the fiscal year.
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Peirce Mansion
Volunteers continued to 
maintain the historic Peirce 
Mansion while it was closed 
to the public during the 
COVID crisis. A major repair 
to the boiler was implement-
ed during the closure.

The Sioux City Symphony 
Orchestra filmed a portion of 
their online holiday program 
at the Mansion, which also 
aired on KTIV.

The Mansion reopened for 
rental events in April 2021. In 
the spring, 23 events were 
held at the Mansion, ranging 
from graduations, showers, 

weddings and receptions to 
birthday parties.

The Morningside Spanish 
Club provided a thorough 
cleaning of the 
Mansion and 
helped with yard 
work as part of the 
“Into the Streets” 
program.

The first public 
open house since 
the 2020 closure 
was held in June in 
conjunction with 
a Jackson Street 
Walking Tour. 

Volunteers contributed 778 
hours of service, assisting with 
the Mansion’s upkeep and 
hosting rental events for the 
fiscal year.

Dr. Stacey Alex and students from the Morningside College 
Spanish Club volunteered at the Mansion in April 2021.

Sioux City Public Museum

The Sioux City Public 
Museum celebrated ten 
years in downtown in 

April. Locally-focused exhibits 
ranged from Saturday in 
the Park to recent artifact 
donations, while traveling 
exhibits drew new audiences.

Even during a pandemic, 
the Museum was able to 
continue to offer high-quality 
programming to learners of 
all ages. Targeted surveys 
were employed to determine 
what types of programs 
teachers, adults and parents 
would utilize; the result was a 
year filled with new activities 
and creative ways to reach 
existing and new audiences.  

Kid’s Days re-imagined the 
Museum experience with 
socially-distanced activities 
geared to families with 
young children. Participants 

could pick up a free packet 
of themed craft materials to 
complete at home and had 
the option to engage in a 
self-directed Museum activity 
with their family group. The 
Kid’s Days programs reached 
847 participants in person 
and 880 individuals through 
outreach.

Museum staff also created 
a variety of virtual options.  
While early in-person adult 
programs were canceled, 19 
presentations were offered 
exclusively online. During this 
period, the Museum’s online 
engagement measurements 
reflected the public’s interest 
in virtual offerings. 

Museum staff also continued 
to reach school groups by 
presenting 25 virtual tours 
and presentations to K-12 
students during FY21, totaling 

more than 800 participants.  
The challenge to provide 
Museum programming under 
difficult circumstances led to 
new opportunities and new 
ways to present local history.  

While summer programs 
were limited this year, new 
in-person classes in FY21 
included “The Way of the 
Jedi” and “Summer STEM 
Lab.” In addition to Kid’s 
Thursdays, more family 
activities were offered on  
the weekends.

The first fall Kid’s Days featured a farm-
themed scavenger hunt in September 2020.

Sgt. Floyd River Museum & Welcome Center
The Sergeant Floyd River 
Museum & Welcome Center 
started the fiscal year closed 
to the public all of July due 
to the COVID-19 pandemic. 
The facility re-opened on 
August 3, 2020, after being 
closed since March. 

Protective plastic barriers 
were installed at the facility’s 
entrance/greeting area and 

by the cash register before 
re-opening. Due to social 
distancing concerns, the 
Pilot House remained closed 
to the public until April 2021. 
Other improvements and 
updates to the 1932 dry-
docked vessel continued. 

The popular annual summer 
events, the Bill Diamond 
Antique & Classic Car Show 
and the Sergeant Floyd 
Memorial & Encampment, 
were canceled in July and 
August 2020 respectively.

As an official Iowa Welcome 
Center, many of the visitors 
are typically out-of-state 
travelers. Few international 
tourists visited due to travel 
restrictions. As people started 
to resume travel, attendance 
gradually increased. School 
groups and bus tours slowly 
returned in April and May 
2021, but numbers remained 
significantly lower. 

Fortunately, attendance rose 
as the summer travel season 
arrived. In FY21, the Welcome 
Center “welcomed” 10,564 
visitors from nearly every 
state. 

Beginning in the middle 
of May, a Nebraska travel 
representative assisted 
with visitors. The position is 
provided as a collaborative 
effort between Iowa and 
Nebraska.

Día de los Muertos activities expanded

The monarch butterfly’s 
significance to Día 
de los Muertos (Day 

of the Dead) was one of 
the highlights of the Sioux 
City Public Museum’s 
expanded slate of activities 
in conjunction with this 
important Mexican tradition.

Día de los Muertos cele-
brates friends and family  
who have passed away. A 
key element is the altar, often 
found within homes or public 
places, created to honor 
and welcome deceased 
loved ones. In certain 
Mexican communities, 
the arrival of the monarch 
butterfly becomes an 
integral part of the festivities. 
This year’s theme, Monarchs, 
Midwest and Michoacán 
– Coming Home, explored 
the monarch’s journey from 
the Midwest to a region 
in Mexico where many 
Siouxlanders once called 
home.

The Museum’s 2020 
commemoration of Día 

de los Muertos 
was limited to the 
annual altar display 
since all in-person 
activities were 
suspended due to 
COVID-19. In 2021, 
Día de los Muertos 
programming was 
developed with 
the assistance of 
representatives from 
Irving Elementary 
School, Morningside 
University, and the 
community.
 
Offered in both English 
and Spanish, Día de los 
Muertos programs began 
in September to coincide 
with the migration of the 
monarch. A program 
featuring the children’s book, 
“Señorita Mariposa,” traced 
the monarch’s great journey 
through the Midwest and 
Michoacán. Participants 
were encouraged to make 
a monarch to help decorate 
the altar display exhibition. 
Along with monarch-making 
programs, an altar-making 

workshop provided an 
opportunity to learn more 
about the basic elements 
used in traditional Día de los 
Muertos altars. 

The Day of the Dead 
Celebration held on 
October 30 featured youth 
dancers, face painting, 
and activities for children. 
La Perla Tapatia, a dance 
group from Irving Elementary 
School, performed outdoors. 
Funding for a logo, t-shirts, 
and related activities 
was provided by a grant 
from MRHD (Missouri River 
Historical Development).
